e ‘To provide pupils with an introduction to the essential knowledge that they need to be educated citizens. To introduce pupils to the best that has been thought and said; and help
engender an appreciation of human creativity and achievement’.

To prepare students to be confident in themselves, to have a fulfilled and successful life beyond our school - one where they contribute positively to society.

Our statutory curriculum is just one element in the education of every child. There is time and space in the school day and in each week, term and year to range beyond statutory
specifications.

Provision of a framework of core knowledge around which teachers can develop exciting and stimulating lessons to promote the development of pupils’ knowledge, understanding and
skills as part of the wider school curriculum.

The wider school curriculum includes an extensive range of opportunities and activities that are routinely available to students, are inclusive and reflect our diverse community.

Inclusion

In accordance with our school curriculum statement, teachers will set high expectations for every pupil. They should plan stretching work for all pupils, including whose attainment is
significantly above the expected standard. There is an even greater obligation to plan lessons for pupils who have low levels of prior attainment or come from disadvantaged backgrounds.
Evidence based approaches must be taken to respond to specific needs including students with special educational needs and those for whom English is not their first language; and be
regularly reviewed. Teacher’s must at all times take account of their duties under equal opportunities legislation and act consistently with our vision and values.

Numeracy and literacy

Teachers should take opportunities to develop pupils’ mathematical fluency, spoken language, reading, writing and vocabulary within their specific discipline and in line with the
expectations laid out in our school curriculum statement.

Building on prior learning

Although Drama is not a compulsory subject at Key Stages 1 and 2, the core skills required to participate effectively at Key Stage 3 are developed through the spoken language element of

the primary English curriculum.

All pupils should be enabled to participate in and gain knowledge, skills and understanding associated with the artistic practice of drama. Pupils should be able to adopt, create and sustain
a range of roles, responding appropriately to others in role. They should have opportunities to improvise, devise and script drama for one another and a range of audiences, as well as to

rehearse, refine, share and respond thoughtfully to drama and theatre performances.

What can students do by the end of KS2?

Pupils should be taught to:

e listen and respond appropriately to adults and their peers

e ask relevant questions to extend their understanding and knowledge
e use relevant strategies to build their vocabulary

e articulate and justify answers, arguments and opinions

e give well-structured descriptions, explanations and narratives for different purposes, including for expressing feelings
e maintain attention and participate actively in collaborative conversations, staying on topic and initiating and responding to comments
e use spoken language to develop understanding through speculating, hypothesising, imagining and exploring ideas
e speak audibly and fluently with an increasing command of Standard English
e participate in discussions, presentations, performances, role play, improvisations and debates
e gain, maintain and monitor the interest of the listener(s)
e consider and evaluate different viewpoints, attending to and building on the contributions of others
e select and use appropriate registers for effective communication.

What are the skills gaps?

Most students will have some experience of performing to an audience at primary school. However, formal tuition of drama is inconsistent between schools. Some students will have drama

experience from outside school and extracurricular activities - these are often well-developed. Script writing in KS2 English supports the transition into KS3 drama study.

Baseline expectations - Communicate in front of an audience, use literacy skills to create a script, use a stimulus to create a performance piece, analyse and evaluate their own work and

the work of others.
